Kevin Bond is arguably the most preeminent producer in the gospel music industry today! In fact, in many circles he is The Million Music Maker. Few could argue with that assertion or his credentials, as his name and production credits have thoroughly permeated the most prominent gospel CD and cassette jackets over the past 20 years. 

A native of Chicago, Illinois, Kevin arrived on the gospel music scene in 1983, when as a 19 year-old prodigy, he became the Organist for the highly acclaimed Edwin Hawkins Music and Arts Seminar Mass Choir. Teaming with gospel pianist extraordinaire Richard Smallwood and a host of other gifted minstrels (including guitarist Jonathan Dubose), Kevin formally introduced himself to the gospel nation on the 1984 EHMAS release, Angels Will Be Singing. 

Proverbs 18:16 states, A man s gift makes room for him and brings him before great men. Kevin stepped securely into that promise during the years immediately subsequent to his inauguration into the gospel music industry. His fresh approach to music directing and ultra-clean, innovative, yet sophisticated piano technique won him favor with the renowned Walter and Edwin Hawkins and The Hawkins Family. Serving as Music Director and Keyboardist for the entire Hawkins music umbrella provided Kevin with a privileged, challenging environment. That environment proved to be a major foundation for his ultimate musical development. 

Well-established as a Keyboardist and Music Director, Kevin began to exercise his production talents during the early 1990 s. He collaborated with a number of artists, including Stephanie Mills, Donald Lawrence and The Tri-City Singers, The Kurt Carr Singers and Trinitee 5:7, among others. His impeccable work with these artists proved him highly competent as a producer and firmly validated the production facet of his calling. 

Kevin has experienced overwhelming success as a Producer in recent years! In addition to being tapped by Steven Spielberg to produce a song for the Prince of Egypt soundtrack, he has been the recipient of multiple Grammy and Stellar Awards! In fact, his production credits have contributed to many of today s top-selling projects. Some of them include God s Property, Stomp, which sold three million units; Kirk Franklin, Why We Sing and Nu Nation Project; Donnie McClurkin, Live in London; Yolanda Adams, Mountain High, Valley Low and Believe; and Bishop T.D. Jakes and The Potter s House Mass Choir, A Wing And A Prayer. In 2004, he wrote and produced the project Spirit and Truth, by the New Birth Total Praise Choir. Still relatively new, this project has topped both the Billboard Top 200 and Gospel charts consecutively, garnering both Grammy and Stellar nominations! 

Kevin is currently serving as CEO of his music production company, Bonded Music. He is also founder of F.L.O.W. (Follow the Leading of the Wind), a band of studio musicians he organized to educate and instruct up and coming artists. In addition to these responsibilities, since 2001 he has served as Executive Administrator of Music and Arts at New Birth Cathedral in Atlanta, Ga., where Bishop Eddie L. Long is pastor. 

Kevin resides in Atlanta, Georgia, with his wife, Toni, and their children, Alex III and Tayler Alexia, Kiara, & Phillip.
